Guidelines:

· No comedies or scripted screenplays will be accepted; these documentaries are intended to provoke thought by viewers. The commercial and public service announcement category is an exception only in that it will not be required to be a documentary. The purpose must still be “social concerns”.

· The number of submissions from each individual or group is unlimited,

· Each short will be screened for eligibility. ~This assessment is for purposes of scheduling showing time, as to suitability for general audiences or for mature language, content and situations, and to ensure compliance with guidelines.)

· PERMISSION must be obtained from all film participants. Release forms are available at www.yellowbuscreations.org
· MUSIC must be public domain or used with permission (please see release form).
· Awards may be presented in any or all of the categories.
